These logos have been created with an opacity mask setting for the gradated elements on 
the V-mark and Z. The purpose of this is to allow placement on any background. With the 
opacity mask the gradation will blend into any background over which it is placed.

There are specific considerations when working in various desktop publishing applications.

It is imperative that you work closely with every print vendor to proof all jobs before approv-
ing a final print run.

Adobe InDesign
Place .AI (native Illustrator) file format into layout. Do not use EPS format. Place and 
resize as needed.

Quark XPress
PSD files can be placed and imported to Quark XPress. To create the PSD file you need to 
save the Illustrator file as PSD directly from Illustrator. You can resize the imported PSD, 
but it is recommended that you resize the source Illustrator file to the size that you need 
before saving as a PSD.

Adobe Illustrator
Since the logo files are native Illustrator files you have the most flexibility when creating 
your layouts in Illustrator.

Adobe Photoshop
Though not a traditional desktop publishing application, you can work with the Verizon 
Thinkfinity logos with opacity mask in Photoshop. All you need to do is to save the Illustrator 
file as a PSD, then open the PSD in Photoshop. All of the layers and opacity masks are 
maintained from Illustrator. You can then reposition and resize directly in Photoshop.
